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  CANCELLATIONS

All reservations must be paid in full when the reservation is 
made.

No reservation will be held without payment.

Cancellations received more than 90 days prior to the 
scheduled arrival receive a 80% refund.

Cancellations received 89-31 days prior to the scheduled 
arrival receive a 50% refund.

Cancellations received within 30 days prior to the 

scheduled arrival will not receive a refund.

No refunds for early check-outs.

  POLICIES

Boat trailers are permitted to be kept in all overflow parking 
areas free of charge.

Boat trailers parked illegally will be moved to an overflow 
parking lot at the risk and expense of the owner.

All vehicles must be registered at The Resort Center and 
display an appropriate pass.

Vehicles are not permitted to park on the grass.

A maximum of two vehicles permitted per campsite. An 
additional $5 per day will be charged for more than two 
vehicles or one vehicle and one boat trailer.

Vehicles not in compliance will be towed at owner’s expense.

One picnic table and one fire-ring per site. Please do not move 
them from other sites.

Pets in campground must be leashed with a maximum six-foot 
leash and attended at all times.

No pets permitted inside or around Lodge Rooms, Bungalows, 
Villas, Camping Cabins, Park Cottages, or House Boats, with the 
exception of certified assistance animals. Pets cannot be tied 
on the porch or to trees around the Cabin, Cottage, or Lodge 
area. Pets CANNOT be kenneled inside or outside Cabins, 
Cottages, or Lodge rooms. Violators will be evicted without 
notice or refund.

Pet waste must be picked up and put in trash.

Loud or excessive barking will not be tolerated.

No pets are permitted in any Resort buildings – including 
restroom and shower facilities.

Pets are NOT to be bathed in the Resort shower facilities.

Only dead and grounded wood is permitted for firewood.

All visitors must register at The Resort Center. Visitors will be 
charged $5 per car and must leave no later than 11 p.m.

Lake Raystown Resort assumes no responsibility for property 
loss or damages.

Camping trailers, pop-ups, and motor homes left unattended for 
more than 24 hours will be towed at the owner’s risk and 
expense.

  SAFETY

Only alcoholic beverages in cans are permitted. NO KEGS, 
PARTY BALLS, or BOTTLES!

THE SPEED LIMIT IS 15 MPH.  Always drive with caution.

Hunting on Resort property is strictly prohibited.

LAKESIDE Villa rentals are Mon.–Fri., Fri.–Mon., or weekly until

Late check-out fee for Campground, Cabins, and Lodge is $10 
per hour.

All weekend stays from Memorial Day to Labor Day require a 
two-night minimum, Friday and Saturday.

No ATVs, golf carts, or mopeds permitted on Resort property
(per Army Corps of Engineers).
